This work experience activity based in Rosebud provides participants with the opportunity to be placed in various not for profit organisations in and around the Mornington Peninsula in order to increase their chances of gaining suitable employment. Participants will have the opportunity to gain valuable knowledge and skills within a variety of voluntary positions that seek to improve employability skills.
Initially Activity supervisors provide the participants with an introduction to the activity, making them aware of there rights and responsibilities regarding Occupational Health and Safety and providing them with an explanation of the process used to initiate placement. Activity Supervisors encourage participants to take an active role in looking for a placement that best suits the kind of occupation they are looking for, if at any time the participant experiences difficulty in finding a suitable placement the supervisor will assist them in doing so.

The Activity has the ability to provide for a wide range of skill and knowledge building within the peninsula giving participants the opportunity to be involved in a variety of voluntary positions and industries, including:
